
General Information 

  
 

 
1. You must register for a total of 8 classes, 4 per term (including out-of-school credit).  All courses will be for one 

credit. 

 

2. Out-of-school credit will be approved for only those seniors who will meet all graduation requirements, 

including 28 total credits.  

 

3. Online courses and all other off-campus courses must have the approval of the principal and the Director of 

Schools before credit can be offered. 

 

4. To be eligible to participate in a TSSAA contest during any school year, a student must earn 6 (six) credits the 

preceding school year.  Students who are ineligible first semester may gain eligibility second semester by 

earning 3 (three) credits during the first semester. 

 

5. Student athletes should refer to the Student Handbook for NCAA requirements. 

 

6. The minimum class enrollment is 15 students.  Classes with fewer than 15 requests will not be offered.  A 

committee of administration, guidance, and central office staff will review any exceptions. 

 

7. University or dual path students cannot use environmental science to complete one of the three required science 

credits for graduation; however Biology II will fulfill one of the three state required science classes. 

 

8. Language Fundamentals Gateway 10 will be for elective credit, while English 10 will satisfy the state 

requirement for graduation. 

 

9. All students are required to complete Algebra I and Geometry. For the graduating class of 2013 and thereafter, 

Algebra I-A will be for elective credit, while Algebra I-B will satisfy the state requirement for graduation.  

 

10. Two units of JROTC will substitute for the wellness requirement. 

 

11. Marketing I does not satisfy the graduation requirement for Economics. You must have credits in both Marketing 

I and Marketing II to substitute for Economics.   Marketing must have teacher approval. 

 

12. Admission to Dual Credit classes is based on the following:  ACT composite score of 19 or above, 19 or above 

on selected subject area subtest, and meet Motlow admission requirements.  

 

13. Students entering high school in 2009-2010 and thereafter must be enrolled in a math class each school year. 

 

14. Tennessee Scholars Diploma is offered to students who have 4 English credits, 4 credits in Math (Alg I, Alg II, 

Geometry and 1 higher math), 3 credits in lab science (Biology, Chemistry, plus another lab science, Physics 

preferred), 3 Social Studies, 2 Career-Tech credits or 2 additional AP credits or 2 Dual-credit courses*, 2 credits 

in same language, 1 Fine Art, Wellness, take EOC exams, 95% attendance over 4 years not to miss more than 36 

total days, no “Out of School Suspensions”, 40 hours volunteer work (Class of 2013-80 hours and thereafter), 

maintain “C” average or above in all classes.
